Competition Director, Dorsey Schroeder, the Track Orientation Program offers those who are at VIRingia International
Raceway for the very first-time valuable insight that otherwise only comes with many hours of track time. The TOP will
also provide the returning competitor with a refresher course on this challenging racetrack. The TOP is conducted on
the Test Day and requires a separate entry to the Test Day.
