Points Guidelines  
 
Historic Sportscar Racing (HSR) created a year-long 
championship for the four (4) Classic events.  These four (4) 
events are:  Classic 6 Hour (Watkins Glen, Classic 10 Hour (Road 
Atlanta), Classic 12 Hour (Sebring) and Classic 24 Hour 
(Daytona). 
 
Points will be awarded to participants in these events as follows: 

• All entries will be assigned to one (1) of six (6) categories.  These categories are: 
o Vintage GT 
o Historic GT 
o Modern GT 
o Vintage Prototype/Sports Racers 
o Historic Prototype/Sports Racers 
o Modern Prototype/Sports Racers 

• This assignment will be made by Tech 
• Points will be awarded based upon the position in the assigned category. 
• The completion of 50% of the total laps is not a requirement. 
• “X” class cars 

o Are not eligible for the HSR Classic Endurance Championship 
o No points will be awarded for any “X” class car that is allowed to compete
